This has meant an
increase in the number of incidents at-
tended by Derbyshire Fire & Rescue
Service that can be attributed to open
fires, log burners and poorly maintained
chimneys. In 2010/11, the Service at-
tended 172 chimney fires.

« aways use a fire guard to protect
against flying sparks and hot embers

« make sure embers are properly out
before you go to bed

« fit a smoke alarm on every level of
your home and test it weekly
